Primary School Basketball Rules (3 v 3)

Played on a court roughly the size of a badminton court
       There should be 3 players on the court for each team

       The game will start with a jump ball

       Players cannot travel with the ball (ie move without bouncing the ball)

       Players cannot double dribble (bounce the ball with both hands at the same time or dribble – stop – dribble)

       Players can pass the ball from the attacking half to a team mate in the defending half (this rule is for the purpose of this primary schools event only)

       If a player is fouled, a sideline is awarded

       If a player is fouled in the act of shooting, that player is awarded 1 free throw worth 2 points (if the original shot goes in an additional 2 points is scored)

       Basketball is a minimal-contact sport – you cannot push or hit another player

       If the ball goes out of play the game is restarted with a sideline ball
       If a basket is scored the game is restarted with an end-line pass by the defending team
       There is no offside – all players can move anywhere on the court

       Substitutions are allowed at any time with the permission of the referee

       Matches will be started with a hooter. The second hooter will signal half time. The referee will restart the second half following a half time of a designated length. The third hooter will signal the end of the game

       There is no time limit from when a team receives possession 
     to taking a shot (another relaxation of the proper rules of   

     basketball)
